The Governnent of the United States of Anmerica and the Government
of the Russian Federation (hereinafter referred to as "the
Partici pants");

Desiring to enhance nutual understandi ng and strengthen the
friendly relations between the peoples of the United States of
America and the Russian Federation

Believing that further devel opnment of cooperation on the basis of
equality and nmutual benefit will facilitate attai nnent of these
obj ectives;

Reaffirm ng the enduring validity of the principle of conpliance
with the international nornms governing rights to intell ectua

property;

Cui ded By the provisions of the Charter for American-Russian
Part nership and Friendship signed at Washi ngton on June 17, 1992; and

Declaring their intent to encourage direct ties between the
citizens and appropriate institutions of the United States of America
and the Russian Federation, as well as between the U S. and Russi an
non- governnental institutions, in the fields of culture the
humani ti es, the social sciences, education, and the mass nedi a;

Have reached nutual understanding that:

1. The Participants intend to pronote the strengtheni ng of nutua
cooperation in the fields of culture, the hunmanities, the socia
sci ences, education, archival science, and the nmass nedi a.

2. The Participants intend to encourage the devel opnent of
cultural exchanges in order to pronpote better understandi ng of each
other's culture, particularly through: organization of theatrica
performances and art exhibitions;

di ssem nation of instructional materials, books, periodicals,



schol arly publications, radio and tel evision proganms, films, and
ot her audi ovi sual materials;

organi zati on of lectures, senmnars, and joint scholarly research
and

participation in other activities in the fields of culture and art
carried out in the United States of Anmerica and the Russian
Feder ati on.

3. The Paticipants intend to facilitate the establishnent of
contacts between interested governnental and non-gover nnent al
organi zations in order to devel op prograns and joint projects in
fields of nutual interest that help strengthen bilateral ties.

4. The Participants plan to encourage scholarly research in the
fields of culture, the humanities, and education conducted by
appropriate academ c institutions in the two countries.

5. The Participants intend to provide assistance in the study of
the Russian and English | anguages in the United States of Anerica and
the Russi an Federation, respectively.

6. The Participants intend to facilitate the reciprocal sending of
pupi |l s, undergraduate and graduate students, faculty, and scholars
for instruction and scholarly research, as well as high schoo
teachers to work as interns and give |ectures.

7. The Participants intend to encourage the devel opnent of
contacts between libraries and archives in order to provide wi der
access to the information available in them

8. The Participants intend to facilitate exchanges and contacts
bet ween journalists, publishers, and mass nedi a associ ati ons.

9. The Participants intend to encourage contacts and cooperation
bet ween youth, wonen's, and other non-governnental organizations in
the two countries.

10. The activities set forth in this Menorandum may be carried
out in the formof joint projects or individual prograns of
appropriate governnmental or non-governnental organizations in the
United States of Anerica and the Russian Federation.

11. The Participants plan for their representatives to neet as
necessary or at the request of either Participant to exchange views



and also to fornul ate recommendati ons on specific aspects of the
devel opnent of cultural cooperation. Matters relating to this wll
be coordi nated t hrough di pl omati c channel s.

12. In matters pertaining to cooperation in the fields of
culture, the humanities, the social sciences, education, and the nass
medi a, the Participants intend to be guided by this Menorandumin
accordance with the laws and regul ations of the United States of
America and the Russian Federation and in accordance with the
principles and norns of international |aw, beginning on the date of
its signature and until such tine as either Participant inforns the
other in witing to the contrary.

The provisions of this Menmorandum do not affect other active
projects or progranms. Signed at Moscow, this second day of
