In addition, it
would ensure that State regulatory
commissions are authorized to enter
inte regulatory compacts with other

_ State regulatory commissions to assist

in detecting any regulatory abuses. Fi-
nally, it would assure that State regu-
latory commissions are vested with
mbpocna authority to access the fl-

nancial records of a Bell telephone
company or any alfiliate. These tools
are intended to give State and Pederal
regulators the tools they need to pro-
tect the intcrests of ratepayers.

The ‘second amendment would pro-
vide for an increase in the fine for a
violatfon of the Communications Act
by any telephone company that fafls
or refuses to keep accounts, records,
and memoranda on the books in the
manner prescribed by the Federal -
Communicatfons Commission,

My third amendment prohibits a
